Remember to support what
what you say with Quranic Ayats, ahadith, articles or even
illustrations.



e Conclusion (Here, summarize your arguments + opinions and your
reasons for them-DO NOT be tempted to add in a new point which
has not been mentioned in the main body of your Essay!

e Remember to spell/grammar check your essay before submission.
